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Becoming a Stahili “Builder”: 
Frequently Asked Questions
Builders – or sponsors – are essential to Stahili’s mission of providing educational opportunities and community support to vulnerable children in rural Kenya. At present our builders worldwide directly contribute to the full-time education of children, in both primary and secondary schools, who through Stahili’s actions have been given a safe and supportive alternative to life in an orphanage.

Q: What is a ‘builder’?

A: “Builder” is a “sponsor” but so much more. A builder is part of a network of helping hands supporting a child’s education, either whole or in part, through regular contributions. 
Q. How much do builders give?

A. Builder options start at Euro 10 per month. You can also team up with others in your family, workplace or community to support a child together. Please see the levels of support you can give below. 
Q. How are payments made?

A. Paypal or bank transfer. You can pay by term (3x per year), on a monthly or annual basis. 
Q. Will I get updates on my child?

A. Yes. We send builders a personal update on their child every term (3x year) and a newsletter six times per year (at the end of a term and at mid-term).

Q. Can I communicate with or visit my child?

A. Yes, by arrangement with Stahili. Builders can send letters and exchange photos with a child. Visits can be made by arrangement with Stahili and the family concerned.
Q. Can I choose which child I wish to sponsor?

A. Yes. 
Q. How many builders do you have?

A. Our children are currently supported by private individuals, including Stahili’s co-founders, and partners.  However, most of the children are in primary school. As they get older and move to higher levels of education the costs will rise. As such, we need many builders and helping hands to give a child a future her or she deserves.
Q. How can I be sure that my money goes to the child?

A. Stahili has very few overheads apart from an essential field worker. It is entirely volunteer-driven. Our financial situation can be consulted in our annual report. We transfer money directly to schools on behalf of the families and directly provide physical support as opposed to cash.
